Since the card has been launched recently 
we need your help in obtaining its 
widespread use and acceptance. Use it as 
often as you can. We are also extending this 
card to other municipalities in the area. For 
now the card is 

 

accepted by police 
department officers in six municipalities:  
City of Trenton, Ewing, Plainsboro, 
Princeton Borough, Princeton Township, 
and West Windsor. 

The use of this card for non-local use, 
outside the Mercer County Area, is not 
necessarily discouraged but likely not to be 
honored.  The card will not 

 

be accepted 
by agencies of the State of New Jersey or 
the federal Government.  However, under 
no circumstances should it be confiscated.  
In the event it were, please take note of the 
location, name of the organization and 
person who took the card and report it as
